Placing information under Engineering Division on the County Website

Grading and Erosion Control Permit
A Grading and Erosion Control Permit issued by the County shall be required before any of the following activities shall occur within the unincorporated area of the County: 
 
· Grading, filling, excavation, storage, or disposal of 350 cubic yards or more of soil or earthly material; or 
· Clearing or grubbing (i.e., removing trees and brush, including stumps and debris) of one acre of land or more; or 
· Grading, filling, or storage of 50 cubic yards or more of soil or earthly material in a designated floodway; or 
· Relocation, reshaping, re-routing, obstructing, or altering an existing watercourse. 

A Building Permit, an Improvement Plan, an Encroachment Permit, or a Floodplain Development Permit issued by the County Building Official or the Director covering the regulated activities shall constitute a grading permit, and a separate application is not required.
